 A Message from the President and Executive Director  

In June 2010 our provincial government passed the Excellent Care for All Act . This Act 

focuses on strengthening our pub lically funded health care services . It also makes many 
recommendations for health care providers, focusing on high quality care that is 

ñaccessible, appropriate, effective, efficient, equitable, integrated, patient centred, 
population health focused and s afe.ò The Act sets standards about quality improvement 

that will ensure all health service providers get feedback from the individuals they serve 
and use this feedback to make changes to improve their services. Hospice Peterborough 
strives to provide excel lent care. This year staff participated in a program review process 

that focused on gaps in care and resources and identified ways to enhance our services 
and offer new programming. These ideas were considered at our Strategic Planning 

Exercise.  Paul Smit h worked closely with board members and staff to facilitate our 
planning. He led us through lively discussions and challenged us to think expansively 
about what is possible for Hospice Peterborough. We explored the following questions:  

1.  How do we successful ly navigate the emerging directions and goals of the CE -LHIN?  
2.  What strategic partnerships/integration opportunities should we pursue?  

3.  Do we require substantial  changes to our mix of programs and services?  
3.  Do we need more and/or different kinds of spac e? 
4.  Do we need more and/or different resources?  

5.  Will we continue to pursue a residential hospice facility?  

For the past three  years Hospice Peterborough has focused on increasing public 

awareness about our programming . It seems that this work has paid of f. This year 
referrals to our programs increased by 29% for support for ill people, 57% for caregiver 
support, 12% for bereavement care and 43% for children and family support. The 

number of individuals receiving support increased by 44%. Our staff and vol unteers have 
been stretched to keep up with this demand.  How will we maintain  this level of care ? 

Since our Ministry of Health funding has only increased by 2% our board has boldly 
committed to increase fundraising to keep up with demand for our services. We will be 
developing and enhancing our programming, hiring additional staff and expanding our 

volunteer program to meet demand.  Our board has also recommitted to :  residential 
hospice development, providing excellent care, fiscal responsiveness and commun ity 

partnering and engagement.  

As we look to the future Hospice Pe terborough is striving to be a centre of e xcellence in 
hospice palliative care for our community and our LHIN.  We embrace  Canadian Senator 

Sharon Carstairôs challenge to those of us who work, volunteer or support the cause of 
hospice palliative care across our country . ñStep up and advocate for the care all

OUR PEOPLE  

Our staff, volunteers, committee and board members: these individuals all set the tone for the 

care we provide at Hospice Peterborough. We all recognize how difficult it can be to make that 
first call and con nect to Hospice Peterborough. ñI always thought hospice care was just for 

someone who was dying , b ut when I heard about your Day at Hospice program from someone  
who come s every week I thought I would give you a call .ò The individuals and families we 
support  are our very best ambassadors.  They speak from the heart when they talk about what it 

means to be connected with Hospice Peterborough.  

One new client recently said, ñI have been taking care of 

myself my whole life. I was  just not sure how Hospice 
could help me.ò  Itôs often hard to accept help and 
difficult to try new things but we managed to persuade 

this skeptical individual to try our Day at Hospice 
program ñjust once .ò That was all it took for her to feel 

accepted, comfortable and embraced by the who le 
group.  This lovely lady has continued to come on a 
regular basis and now says she ñfeels like a different 

woman. This is the first time I have been pampered in 
my whole life .ò  It is the simple things that keep people 

coming back to Hospice: getting homemade  cookies and 
a cup of tea made just the way you like it, having a 
meal lovingly prepared and served by our Caring Cooks, 

and knowing you can be with people who truly 
understand what you are going through.  

We have a stable and strong staff and volunt eer team at Hospice Peterborough. Together they 
set the warm and welcoming tone that helps  people feel safe from the first moment they walk 
through our doors. Our staff care team consists of Marg Rose  -  Palliative Care Coordinator, David 

Kennedy  -  Bereavem ent Coordinator, and Paula Greenwood  -  Coordinator of Volunteers.  

At Hospice we have 194  volunteers. This year 53 individuals participated in our 30 -hour 

Volunteer Training Course and 31 have become new volunteers. Volunteers  provide client 
support, lead o ur groups, help with fundraising, reception, home and garden maintenance, serve 

on committees and provide agency governance through our board . Our volunteers donated 
13,387  hours to our organization, the equivalent of more than 8 extra full time staff! But  of 
course 8 people could never accomplish what our volunteers do. Their breadth of skill, energy, 

ideas and passion work together to create the welcoming space where true caring occurs.

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OUR PROGRAMMING   

Our programming is focused in two areas: 
support f or people and families living with 

serious illness and support for those who are 
bereaved. We also offer programming for 
children, youth and families living with serious 

illness and grief. This year we have been 
exceptionally busy as we strive to meet the 

growing needs of our community.  

We support people of all ages . Seniors 
represent 68% of our ill clients , but for 

bereaved clients seniors make up 52% , while 
adults (41%) and children (7%)   make up the  

rest. This year we offered additional groups for chil dren and teens as well as extensive adult 
programming.   In total we offered 547  group sessions attended by 3854  people.   

This year the  Bedside S ingers  have started to sing at our clientsô homes when requested and 

monthly on the Palliative Care Unit . There  is a variety of intense responses to the music. A 
woman with ALS could not speak, nor use her legs, but she did wave her arms and smile widely 

as she joined us in her own way as she listened to the music. Another couple held hands and 
cried together as we  sang .  We now have a volunteer choral director, Pauline Delamere , who  
come s with an extensive background in choral directing and has introduced more structure and 

support . The gift of music creates the space for powerful experiences.  

The relationships an d genuine caring that grow 

from our  Day Hospice  are truly wonderful. The 
women of our Wednesday group have started 
calling themselves our Women Warriors . They 

generously help  us with our Hike for Hospice , 
calling us to circle with their drumming  and 

lead ing us on our Hike.  This past year we have 
had to say goodbye to some dear friends from 
this group . W e felt honoured when the families 

gave their Hike T -shirt a strong presence at the 
visitation and memorial service s and welcomed 

their hospice friends to si ng their Warrior song.  

In our Bereavement  Program , Lyle Horn,  
continues to facilitate 3 levels of Grief Recovery  

Groups. We also have our Lunch Group for the Recently Bereaved and our  monthly  Group for 
Bereaved Parents. We offer extensive  support for chil dren and teens and ongoing  monthly  

follow -up session s to bring the groups back together to reconnect and check in. Rae Vyn has 
joined Ruth Roberts to  facilitate our children and adolescent groups . 

The Palliative Pain and Symptom Management Consultation Ser vice offers education and 

consultation to professional caregivers across the Northeast cluster of the CE -LHIN. This year 
Patti Stanton and Elaine Jeanes continued their strong partnership with the Four Counties Long 

Term Care Network and other community pa rtners. Last year this program organized enhanced 
professional education across the four counties with funds provided by the CE -  Community 
Care Access Centre  and offered a Comprehensive Advanced Palliative Care Education (CAPCE) 

Course.  

We will continue t o evaluate our programming to ensure we are meeting the needs of people of 

all ages living with serious illness and grief in our community.

OUR FUNDING  

Hospice Peterborough is grateful for 
ongoing support from the Central East Local 

Health Integration Ne twork (CE-LHIN ) , our  
major funder . The LHIN, through its 
Integrated Health Service Plan, provides a 

framework for care delivery and a focus for 
programming. This year we negotiated a 

new accountability agreement with our 
LHIN that outlines the care we need  to 
provide and the funding we will receive for 

the next 3 years. The LHIN funding was 
45% of our revenue last year and is critical 

for the ongoing function of Hospice.  

A Service Canada  Grant supported the hiring of last yearôs summer student Liz Caley.  

We also received funding  from the CE Community Care Access Centre  to provide 

interdisciplinary palliative education to professional caregivers in the four counties through the 
Palliative Pain and Symptom Management Consultation Program.  

This year Festival  of Trees  celebrated its 20 th  year of raising funds for healthcare 
in our community.  Once again a huge team of volunteers created a magical event 
at the Memorial Centre to kick off the holiday season for young and old alike, and 

donated $70,000 to Hospice Peterborough. We are grateful to be one of the 3 
beneficiaries for Festival of Trees. The grand total of funds donated to us over the 

past 20 years is $1,397,000 .  Festival is planning transformational change for the 
upcoming year: a new venue, new events,  new trees and lots of opportunities for 

our community to have fun while supporting healthcare.  

We also must thank our treasurer, Brian Higgins, and our Finance Committee for offering us 
sound financial advice. We end the year in strong financial shape, w ithin our budget, and with 

the resources to meet the current demands of our programs.

OUR COMMUNITY  

To deliver ex cellent hospice palliative care we need  an effective, collaborative team of 

professio nals and volunteers with strong group function. We continue our close working 
relationships with the Peterborough Regional Health Centre, Central East Community 
Care Access Centre, the Central East Community Support Sector  and Long Term Care 

facilities and  retirement homes in Peterborough City and County.  This past year Hospice 
Peterborough was part of the Palliative Care Working Group reviewing PRHCôs palliative care 

programming and helping to draft the restructuring proposal for the CE -LHIN. We are so 
for tunate in our community to have caring, skilled and compassionate healthcare providers who 
truly want what is best for the families we support  and are willing to work together to achieve 

that goal .  

Our community contacts help us connect with the individua ls and families who need our care and 
provide us with an opportunity to develop an integrated approach as we respond to emerging 

issues in healthcare.  We are especially grateful for the strong working relationship we have with 
Theresa Morris, Palliative C are Nurse Consultant at PRHC and Ann Wannamaker and Marie 

Copson, Palliative Care Case Managers at the CE -CCAC Peterborough office.  
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One of our goals is to increase awareness about hospice care and the services we provide .  This 
year we offered a 4 part com munity education series to help meet that goal.  Over 300 people 

learned about:  Navigating the Health Care System, Challenges in Communication ,  Financial 
Concerns of Illness and Legal Issues: Power of Attorney, Wills and Advance Care Planning .  

Thank you t o our presenters, all experts in their field:  Dr. Natalie Whiting, Lynn Wise (from the 
CCAC), Theresa Morris (PRHC Palliative Nurse Consultant), Dr. Jennifer Gillis Doyle,  Judy

(pharmacist), lawyers Gordon Usher and Bill Lockington and Hospice staff members  Marg Rose, 
David Kennedy and  Paula Greenwood.   Thank you to Trish Gillman, Nisbett Funeral Home  
and Purdue Pharma Canada , our sponsors for this education series . 

Paula, David, and Marg also offered many sessions for professionals and community agencies 
this past year. Some of these sessions described hospice programming but many also had an 

educational or debriefing component for healthcare professionals.  

We cont inue  to work closely with  the Central East Local Health Integration Network , 
responding to LHIN directives and attending educational sessions and offering feedback as 

requested.   In addition, our Board President Betty Morris joined the CE -LHIN Governance 
Advisory Council . We also participate in the Central East Hospice Palliative Care Network  

and belong to three network committees.  

Our LHIN still does not have any residential hospice  beds.  This is a gap in care for our 
community as many people living wit h the challenges of a life - threatening illness cannot manage 

at home and do not need the expensive and highly technical support of the Palliative Care Unit. 
Our board renewed its commitment to residential hospice development in our strategic planning 

sessi on and we continue to participate in provincial meetings to move forward this initiative in 
our community. The Minister of Health announced enhanced residential hospice funding at the 

Hospice Palliative Care Ontario Conference this spring. Details have not  yet been announced but 
we are hoping it will move us one step closer to our dream.

Annual HOLIDAY Appeal

both an ar chitect  and  someone who had spent considerable time in a hospital bed  help ed him 
design an inventive, warm and caring environment for our first picture of what our future  

residential hospice will  look like. We  were honoured when Erik ôs wife Rita told us he wanted  
memorial donations to be directed towards our residentia l hospice project.  

At such a difficult time it is humbling when fa milies can reach beyond their pain and leave a
